Councilman Culver made the motion to approve the consent calendar as presented.  Second to the motion was made by Councilwoman Soto.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.
OATH OF OFFICE – JASON SUMMERS:


Mayor Shine administered the oath of office to Jason Summers.  


Chief Hall welcomed Patrol Officer Summers to the city staff.  He is not new to law enforcement, but came from the Jerome County Sheriff Department.  He looks forward to Jason serving our community.
CITIZEN CORRESPONDENCE, ISSUES, AND REPORTS:

Mary Holley from Anythings Pawsable appeared with Devon Carpenter, a senior at Jerome Senior High.  The nonprofit organization started in the Magic Valley to aide lost and abandoned animals.  She is working with Jerome Seniors in conjunction with their senior projects.  Mr. Carpenter asked for permission to put up bi-lingual signs with information about the animal shelter.  The signs will be paid for by donations made to the seniors as part of their project.  Mr. Austin will provide the group with standards and placement requirements for the signs and will work with them on this project.

Pastor Gene Kissinger, Freewill Baptist Church, read a statement thanking our first responders, paramedics, fire fighters, and police officers for their service, especially during this time of year.  He further thanked the local government that supports these men and women.
APPROVAL TO APPLY FOR A GRANT FOR NEW RV DUMP SITE:

Councilman Barber made the motion to approve the submission of a grant application to Idaho Department of Parks and Recreation for an RV dump station and allow the use of cash carry over funds from the Safe Routes to School project to begin the project.  Second to the motion was made by Councilman Culver.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.

Mr. Appell gave a power point presentation for a proposed RV dump station at Farmore Road and Brockman’s Loop.  He showed the current RV dump that is sadly in need of repairs or replacement.  The location of the current dump site also hinders city staff in entering and exiting the city yard.  He suggested a new site could be done similar to the one in Shoshone with a park like setting and trash receptacles.

The site he is proposing is adjacent to the Brockman Lift Station.  This site is close to the freeway; also the additional property will allow easier access to the lift station by city staff.  He gave a top ten reasons to build a new dump station.  He stated no firm costs have been established; however, the grant is 100% refundable.  URA has agreed to purchase the 1.2 acres and deed it to the city.  Preliminary negotiations have begun with Mr. Brockman.


Councilwoman Soto expressed her concern about taking the dump station away from our downtown area.  Mr. Appell stated there is not enough parking in downtown Jerome to encourage motor home traffic.  Any larger RV’s have a difficult time using the existing dump.  He noted the Good Sam Club is enthusiastic about the site.  Signs can be placed on the freeway announcing the availability of the dump site.

Councilman Barber thanked Mr. Appell for going after grant opportunities.


Mr. Appell further stated the grant will take approximately eighteen months to complete.


Mr. Austin noted this property will be purchased by the urban renewal agency prior to the grant being potentially awarded because that area will be closed out soon.

APPROVE DESIGN/CONSTRUCTION OF NEZ PERCE/S LINCOLN INTERSECTION:


Councilman Culver made the motion to approve the design and construction of the intersection at South Lincoln and Nez Perce per conceptual drawing.  Second to the motion was made by Councilman Barber.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.

Mr. Appell stated Urban Renewal has agreed to fund this project as one of their last projects under the South Lincoln area.  The intersection would be rebuilt with solid concrete and an orange “J” in concrete in the middle.  The heavy truck traffic is the reason to replace the asphalt with concrete.  It withstands more traffic and lasts longer.  This project should be complete by August or September.  The new signal system will not be impacted.
APPROVE BOND COMPLIANCE MONITORING PROCEDURES:
Councilman Barber made a motion to approve Bond Compliance Monitoring Procedures as presented. Second to the motion was made by Councilman Culver.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.

Mr. Hyatt stated effective September 2011 the IRS is requiring that tax exempt debt issuers indicate on bond forms if written post-issuance compliance and policies are in place.  This needs to be done in order to not lose tax exempt status.

FIVE DAY HOLDING RULE AT ANIMAL SHELTER:


Councilwoman Schmidt stated she received a complaint from a citizen regarding the five day rule.  They stated dogs are being euthanized too quickly.  She suggested extending the hours or the five day holding.


Chief Hall stated the five day holding has actually been in effect since December 2006.  The recently passed ordinance was to clean up municipal code language only.  Animal shelter records show in 2008 there were seventy dogs euthanized; in 2009 twenty-one dogs were euthanized; in 2010 there were twenty-two dogs euthanized; and to date in 2011 only twelve dogs have been euthanized.  He further stated the shelter is open four dogs per week, not two and a half days as was previously stated.  Chief Hall stated the euthanized numbers started going down when the volunteer program was begun.  The volunteers aid in placing the dogs.  As a general rule adoptable dogs are adopted or passed on to animal rescue shelters.  The number one reason dogs are euthanized is because they are dangerous or in very poor health as a humane gesture.  No dog has been euthanized in recent years for over crowding.  The holding time was lowered to allow dogs to be adopted out sooner or sent to rescue shelters.  The animal groups used by Jerome are reputable sources.

Councilman Barber noted as a shelter volunteer he can testify the dogs have sometimes been in the shelter for a couple of weeks.  He volunteers with his daughter.  Donations have been received from local people and veterinarians.  He confirmed what Chief Hall stated regarding reasons for euthanizing dogs.  Mary Holley stated she cleans the shelter every Monday.  She noted Animal Control Officer Gordon Leininger does a great job in placing dogs.

Mr. Lothspeich noted the ordinance stated they are to be held a minimum of five days; there is discretion within the ordinance to extend that time.  He further stated the ordinance revisions were done in 2006 in conjunction with the vicious dog laws.


Mayor Shine noted it has been a policy of the city to adopt dogs whenever possible.


Chief Hall noted he has to thank the volunteers for all they do.  The shelter could not run as it does without them.
PERSONNEL TRAINING – FIRE DEPARTMENT:


Councilman Culver made the motion to approve the attendance of Lieutenant Lynn Weigt and Fire Fighter Dave McBride at the Self Contained Breathing Apparatus repair and maintenance training class in Rock Springs, Wyoming on January 31 and February 1 at a cost of $1,082.79.  Second to the motion was made by Councilman Barber.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.

Deputy Chief Krill stated the department has about 33 SCBA apparatus; the crew needs to be certified to work on this equipment.  If the work is not done in-house it is very costly.  This will also support the Hazmat team.


Upon inquiry by Councilman Culver, Dave McBride stated the apparatus will not be sent out for repairs unless it is something beyond their expertise.
EXECUTIVE SESSION:


Councilman Barber made a motion to enter into Executive Session pursuant to I.C. 67-2345 (1)(b) to consider the evaluation, dismissal or disciplining of, or to hear complaints or charges brought against, a public officer, employee, staff member or individual agent; pursuant to Idaho Code 67-2345(1)(c) to conduct deliberations concerning labor negotiations or to acquire an interest in real property which is not owned by a public agency.  Second to the motion was made by Councilman Culver.  After consideration the motion passed unanimously by the following vote: AYES: Councilwoman Soto, Councilwoman Schmidt, Councilman Culver, and Councilman Barber.  NAYS: None.
COUNCIL REPORTS:


Councilwoman Soto reported she was contacted by a landlord regarding the proposed changes to the current utility ordinance.  Council will revisit this matter in January.

Councilwoman Schmidt reported she had a great time at the city party.  She commented she was one of the lucky recipients of the tri-tip drawing.  She commented on a letter in the newspaper this morning beating up on the county.  She thanked everyone for their support and friendship during her twelve year tenure on the city council.  She noted this is her last meeting.

Councilman Culver reported he was sorry he missed the city Christmas party; he was still laid up by his recent surgery.

Councilman Barber thanked everyone for the Christmas party.  He commented Councilwoman Schmidt will miss beating up on him.  He thanked Pastor Kissinger for his nice letter.

Mayor Shine also thanked Pastor Kissinger for the kind words.  He noted people rarely come to council meetings to praise city staff.  He further reported the selection process for the wastewater study is on-going.  The final determination should be complete in January.  He reported a meeting with county commissioners regarding a full time economic development position.  The discussion is still on-going.  Another meeting will be held with them and other community members in January.  He reported the city has received a second report from Brown and Caldwell regarding the wastewater treatment plant.  The report will be further reviewed and shared with council prior to sending to EPA.

Mr. Austin reported the January meeting for URA is tentatively being moved to January 12th.  He noted he has done five presentations regarding the close out of URA Area 1.  All taxing districts have been notified regarding the pending close out.
ADJOURNMENT:


There being nothing further to discuss, this regular meeting of the Jerome City Council adjourned at 6:41 p.m.
